1. Review and adoption of agenda.  Adopted

2. June 17, 2005 minutes, adopted as distributed.

3. Make Poverty History projects.

a. Melissa’s project was forwarded to Ottawa and received tentative approval.

b. Yukon College’s proposal, moved by Diney, seconded by Darrell:  Yukon Area Council fund up to $500 for city bus transportation for the event.  Carried.

c. MakePovertyHistory.ca bracelets, 500 received from Ottawa.  Moved by Sylvie, seconded by Darrell: Yukon Area Council pays the $250 for the 500 bracelets with the revenues to be distributed to local anti-poverty organizations.  Carried.

d. Jim read the note regarding suggestions of actions to be taken locally, meeting with our MP and the leader of the official opposition to support the .7% of GDP proposal (check on the number please?).  Diney will be in contact with Nancy to set it up.

4. Reports:

a. President (Diney), reviewed written report, Max seconded, carried.

b. PAC chair (Max), update of Union Yes campaign with new slogan and ads, support of local candidate for by-election, support of YEU regarding the new computer guidelines, Allison Brewer is a past activist from Nunavut is now leader of the New Brunswich NDP.  Laurie seconded, carried.

c. Treasurer (Wayne), review of current budget situation, mentioned the need to follow through on the Union Yes contribution. Diane seconded, carried.

d. RWC (Sylvie), Copperbelt MLA campaign to get him out was well attended and covered in the paper, October 17 exhibit at Yukon College, participation in Melissa’s project MPH.  Max seconded, carried.
