Felix stresses mining is not only an economic concern. Mining affects our traditional lifestyles of hunting and trapping for basics such as food; which Health Canada recognizes as the best source of food. With mining today; the earth is being polluted; this affects our healthcare. Our best source of healthcare comes from the medicines we get from the land. This land is getting more and more polluted from over zealous mining. Mining requires Aboriginal Peoples to have control over this zealous development and this means more involvement in this sector.
