3. Brother Des Lauriers provided an overview of Bill C-10, the Budget Implementation Act, and how it would effectively eliminate women’s ability to pursue pay equity complaints by forcing them to file complaints as individuals. 

4. Brother Desautels delivered an overview of the post card campaign and the consultation process for the new name for the NAIM Circle. 

4a. the committee passed a motion to rename the NAIM Circle, their recommendation is the National Indigenous People’s Circle/Network. 

5. The issue of Official Languages in the NWT and compensation for employees that provide a service in an Aboriginal language was discussed. Service provided in an Official Language is covered under the collective agreement with the GNWT and can be grieved if an employee is not compensated for providing such a service.
